Registration Number: Bulls noted with “R” number are Registered Bran-
gus. Those noted with a “C” number are Certified Brangus and are either
1/4 or 1/2 Brahman influence. “UB” lots are blended genetic bulls from
Brangus and percentage parentage. “UB” bulls are Ultra-Blacks, indicating
they are a Brangus-Angus blend. “AX” recorded bulls are appendix regis-
tered purebred Brangus that have non-typical Brangus color pattern.

Polled/Scurs: denotes bulls that are either smooth polled or have the
presence of scurs or slick spots. Those bulls noted as “scurs” typically
have had scurs removed post-weaning.

Pedigree: denotes sire, dam, and maternal grandparents.

Summit Cow or Summit Sire: are noted in pedigrees with the word Sum-
mit or the abbreviation (Sum). Initially, a cow must calve at 30 months
of age or younger. She must then maintain a calving interval of 380 days
or less, weaning at least 3 calves with weaning weights recorded for all
calves. Finally, the weaning weight ratio for all calves must average at
least 105%. Once a Summit Cow has earned her distinction she will al-
ways be noted as such. A sire is given Summit status once he has at least
5 daughters reach Summit Cow status.

Individual Performance

Birth Weight (BW): actual weight at birth, expressed in pounds.
Weaning Weight (205): weaning weight adjusted to a constant 205 days.
Takes into account differences in days of age at weaning time and age of
dam at birth.

Weaning Weight (Ratio): A direct comparison of an individual to all other
individuals in its weaning contemporary group. Expressed as a percent-
age with 100 being the average for the group.

Yearling Weight (365): yearling weight adjusted to a constant 365 days.
Takes into account differences in days of age at yearling time, average
daily gain post-weaning, and adjusted 205 weight.

Yearling Weight (Ratio): A direct comparison of an individual to all other
individuals in its yearling contemporary group. Expressed as a percent-
age with 100 being the average for the group.

Scrotal Circumference (SC): testicular circumference, measured in centi-
meters, and adjusted to 365 days of age.

Fat (FAT): measured in inches and adjusted to 365 days.

Intramuscular Fat (IMF): measured as a percentage and used as a predic-
tor of genetic marbling value.

Ribeye Area (REA): measured in square inches and used as a predictor
of ribeye size.

Expected Progeny Difference

Expected Progeny Difference (EPD): The genetic predictor of how future
progeny of each animal are expected to perform relative to the progeny
of other animals listed in the breed database.

EPD Accuracy: Since all bulls in this catalog are non-parents, their accu-
racies are the lowest calculated by our national sire evaluation program.
Every EPD reported is either current or an interim EPD. An EPD noted
with a “P” is a pedigree EPD which is the average of the parent’s EPDs.

Birth Weight EPD (BW): expressed in pounds, predicts calf size and calv-
ing ease.

Weaning Weight EPD (WW): expressed in pounds, is a predictor of an
animal’s ability to transmit weaning growth to its progeny.

Yearling Weight EPD (YW): expressed in pounds, is a predictor of an
animal’s ability to transmit yearling growth to its progeny.

Milk EPD (Milk): predicts a sire’s genetic merit for milk and mothering
ability as expressed in his daughters compared to daughters of other
sires. In other words, it is that part of a calf’s weaning weight attributed
to milk and mothering ability.

Maternal & Growth EPD (MG): expressed in pounds, a genetic predic-
tor of weaning weight by blending a combination of maternal milk and
weaning weight value.

Scrotal Circumference EPD (SC): measured in centimenters at yearling
time, predicts testicular size.

Fat Thickness (FAT): expressed in inches, is a predictor of transmitting
ability for external fat thickness and correlates to fleshing ability and fat
cover at harvest time.

Intramuscular Fat (IMF): expressed as a percentage, is a predictor of
transmitting ability for marbling or intra-muscular fat correlating to USDA
quality grade at harvest time.

Ribeye Area (REA): expressed in square inches, is a predictor of transmit-
ting ability of ribeye size and overall muscle mass which is a key compo-
nent in USDA vyield grades.

The History of Miller Brangus

It began as a family venture and as a means for the family to go places together and have | #

more reasons to spend time together. Brangus cattle provided the means and have now |}

accomplished all of that for the Miller family. In the process Miller Brangus has become g
one of the breed’s top programs and home to some of the best genetics. Miller Brangus is
owned by E.D. Miller, along with sons Doyle and Bert, and is located in lower middle Tennessee
just east of Waynesboro. :

The program was initially started in 1981, as E.D purchased his first registered Brangus bull
and 25 commercial Brangus heifers. Mr. Miller decided upon Brangus due to milk value, calving ease, heat and parasite
tolerance, ample growth and the ability to thrive on fescue. His insight into this practical breed set in motion a program that
was destined to become one of the premier in the entire breed.

In 1982 E.D. added seven registered Brangus heifers from Tennessee breeder, Robert Duncan and in 1985 eight more heifers
were purchased from Duncan. During this time Doyle, who is a Certified Public Accountant in Nashville, became involved in
the program. Between 1982 and 1998 E.D. and Doyle bought additional registered females from various consignment sales,
but primarily through Coldwater Cattle Company. By the end of 1998, the registered herd had grown to 70 head through
natural herd growth and purchased females.

“In 1998, Doyle started talking to me about joining them and being part of the growing Brangus program. He said it would give
us a reason to get together and give us places to go together,” recalls Bert. Bert liked the idea and decided to join his dad
and brother. In addition to the ownership expanding, the trio decided to expand their program in terms of numbers and raise
the level of quality. Bert, who resides in Memphis and is in real estate, suggested they find someone to direct their efforts and
guide them in their purchases and mating decisions.

“We asked Tracy Holbert to come to the farm in early 1999. My dad had maintained strong health, management practices,
and rotational grazing, but we realized we needed to take our program to a higher level from a quality and genetic point of
view. Within three years we had culled over 75% of the original herd. Tracy was and has been to this day, invaluable to us,”
recalls Bert.

They began a more intensive objective measurement program that included stronger records, stricter culling standards, along
with carcass measurement identification using ultrasound technology. The Millers also began a complete herd Al program
and made one of their most important steps still to date when they decided to put together the very best herd sire battery in
the breed. Today they have an impressive herd of approximately 500 registered Brangus females and commercial Brangus
recipients. From the time Tracy started working with the program they have very few of the original cows.

“Dad oversees the day to day management of the herd. He is 80 years old and just goes and goes. Plus we are fortunate to
have Bart Pope as our cow herd manager. Bart actually began working for us as a young teenager. He went to college and
came back on the weekends, then he joined us fulltime after graduating with a degree in animal science. He became really
interested in reproduction and does all our Al breeding andsome on the farm embryo transfers. Bart is instrumental to our
program,” says Doyle.

Today, Miller Brangus is aggressive in embryo transfer with one of the elite donor cow herds in the United States led off by
MB Ms Big Cat 129M3, MC Ms News Man 165K, MB Ms New Direction 17R5, MC Ms Texas Mandate 74F12, CCC Ms Pine
Log 980G 19, and MC Ms Madison 129K4. Herd sires at Miller Brangus are power oriented, pounds on the ground herd bulls.
These bulls have included News Man, New Direction, John Wayne, Quiet Man, Tank, Straight Line, Nimitz, Lead Gun, and
Patton. Along with natural herd growth, they purchased the entire Bold Star herd in 2004 which really added to their numbers
and moved them out of the building phase and into the arena of being a genetic provider.

“If you take weights, keep records, ultrasound, Al and concentrate on quality genetics you can push a program up the ladder
and I'm very happy with what we have been able to do, with Tracy’s help,” explains Bert.

“By aligning yourself with quality people and quality genetics, you can pool resources and learn from others. Doyle and |
are both in professional fields and we feel it is important to have professionals involved in our Brangus program. Tracy has
provided knowledge, expertise and marketing experience that we just don’t have. He has advised us on cattle purchases and
continues to offer genetic direction. Has the program made progress? In 2000, our bulls averaged $2,300. In 2005, we sold
approximately 60 bulls and averaged over $5,100. In 2006, we sold a $55,000 cow, a $40,000 cow, and our genetic program
was rewarded with an average of about $10,000 in our female production sale.

“Disposition is one area we cull for regardless. In this area, Angus breeders have talked a lot about disposition and we
invite anyone to come walk through our cows. All of our cows are calm, easy going and easy to work. We do not tolerate bad
dispositions,” explains Bert. Miller Brangus maintains primarily a spring calving season of 60 days for mature cows and 75
days for virgin heifers. Infertility is not tolerated in the program. The Miller cow herd is also culled religiously for utter quality,
hoof and leg soundness, and overall calf raising value. The results of their culling standards can be seen in the impressive
quality of bulls raised, developed, and marketed at Miller Brangus.

The Millers are also initiating a “New Genetics” herd, to develop new Brangus bloodlines by using Brahman genetics from
V8 Ranch, J.D. Hudgins and Mike Partin along with Angus lines primarily from Connealy Angus, and Schaff Angus. “We like
the challenge this presents and again Tracy has helped us immensely. We're excited about the prospects of creating new
Brangus lines in the future,” says Doyle.

Another challenge they face is getting folks in their area, Tennessee and northern Alabama to realize how valuable the
Brangus female is and what she brings to the table in terms of maternal traits, pounds and hardiness. It's a message they
deliver over and over and document every time they show their cow herd to folks.

“There are no shortcuts with genetics and you must breed them properly to succeed. You also need reliable, honest records
and you must stand behind your product. For people just getting started, you need to have relationships with people who have
expertise and sound advice,” stresses Bert.

For the Millers, they are charging ahead full speed into the future with the foundation built on quality. “I never dreamed |
would make so many good friends, when | decided to join Dad and Doyle. | thought | was just going to strengthen our family
relationship, but it has done that and provided so many other positive things,” says Bert.
